Tri-Tune Programming 
 

The Superchips Model 1745 MAX MicroTuner offers 
three different power levels that you can choose from 
and as your needs change.  
 

The “ 87 Octane”  Tuning Level provides optimal 
motor tuning while operating with 87 Octane fuel. Use 
of premium fuel is NOT recommended with this tune. 
 

The “ Hi-Performance”  Tuning Level provides the 
most aggressive performance gains.  Use of premium 
fuel (91 octane or greater) is required in all 
applications. 
 
 

The “Tow”  Tuning Level provides optimal tuning for 
towing applications. The “Tow” Tuning Level should be 
selected when your vehicle is used for towing more than 
4,000 lbs. Use of premium fuel (91 octane or greater) is 
required. 
 
 

The Superchips Model 1745 MAX MicroTuner enables the 
user to optionally raise the vehicle speed limiter, raise the 
engine rev limiter, adjust shift points and shift firmness on 
automatic transmissions and correct the speedometer and 

shift points to compensate for tire height and or gear changes on most vehicles.  
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Refund Policy

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About Your Vehicle… 
The MAX MicroTuner stores a copy of your vehicle’s original stock computer program.  Your 
vehicle computer must contain the manufacturer’s STOCK factory program.  If you have 
used a programmer from another aftermarket company you must use their product to return 
your computer back to STOCK condition before proceeding. If you have a performance 
enhancing chip installed, it must be removed. 
 

The Superchips Model 1745 MAX MicroTuner is intended for use on unmodified stock engines 
and transmissions. 

 
About Maximum Trailer/Gross Vehicle Weight 
The original manufacturer of your vehicle has specified a Maximum Trailer/Gross Vehicle 
Weight for your vehicle. It may be found in your vehicle owner’s manual. 
 

This Superchips product is designed to increase your engine power and performance. It 
does not change the engine, suspension or drive train characteristics that limit the 
maximum trailer/gross weight your vehicle is designed to tow. Towing trailers above the 
maximum trailer weight and or exceeding the gross vehicle weight specified by the vehicle 
manufacturer may cause transmission or other damage.  
 

Damage caused by exceeding the maximum towing limits and or gross vehicle weights 
specified for your vehicle shall not be the responsibility of Superchips Inc. 

 
Important Note Regarding Storage of Your MAX MicroTuner 
It is recommended that you not store your MAX MicroTuner in your vehicle if ambient 
temperatures in your area fall below 32oF. Excessively low temperatures can cause 
malfunction or damage to the MAX MicroTuner that is not covered by the Superchips Inc. 
warranty. If the MicroTuner is subjected to temps below 32oF, warm the MicroTuner in a 
room with at least a 50oF temperature before attempting to use. 
 

Your Vehicle and Service Centers 
If you need to return your vehicle to a service center, restore the vehicle program to its 
STOCK program as described later in this manual.  The service center might reprogram your 
vehicle with an updated STOCK program without your knowledge. If your vehicle has not 
been returned to its STOCK program prior to service, the Superchips MAX MicroTuner will no 
longer be able to program your vehicle. Such a failure is not covered by the Superchips 
warranty. 
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Section A – Performance Programming Instructions 
 

1. Vehicle Preparation 
Before connecting the MAX MicroTuner to your vehicle, make sure that: 
·  All power-draining accessories are turned off. Daytime Running Lights, Headlights, A/C, 

Radio, cell phones, etc., All accessories must be turned off as the MAX MicroTuner 
needs full battery voltage to program.  

·  Ensure your vehicle battery is fully charged and not connected to a battery charger.  
·  Some vehicles require the fuel system to be disabled – follow on screen prompts! 
·  Do not leave the MAX MicroTuner connected and unattended for any length of time to 

prevent unnecessary battery drain.  
·  Do not remove the programming cable during any programming sequence. 
 

2. Connecting the MAX MicroTuner to your vehicle 
With the ignition switch in the OFF position, locate the diagnostic connector under the dash 
near the steering column and connect the MAX MicroTuner cable to the diagnostic 
connector.  (See Figure 2) 

 

When connected, the MAX MicroTuner will run a self-
test, displaying several start-up messages. Following 
the start up messages, if the MAX MicroTuner does 
not display “Begin with Ign. OFF”, go to Section D. 

 
3. Start Tuning 

Following the start up messages, the MAX 
MicroTuner displays the following message:

The MAX MicroTuner is now checking to see that your battery has a minimum of 12 volts 
available for tuning. 

 
4. Selecting Tune Vehicle / Diagnostics 

Leave the ignition switch in the ON position. 
The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

A= Tune Vehicle  
B= Diagnostics 

 

Press the ‘A’ key on the keypad to continue with the tuning process.  
Press the ‘B’ key to read and/or clear any Diagnostic Trouble Codes from the vehicle. 
See DTC Reader Instructions and DTC interpretation in the separate manual provided 
for this purpose with your product.

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5. Establishing Communications 
If ‘YES’ is pressed, the MAX MicroTuner will proceed to establish communications and 
identify the vehicle computer.

6. Saving the STOCK program for the vehicle 
The manufacturer’s STOCK program is first saved in the MAX MicroTuner to allow the 
vehicle to be reprogrammed to STOCK condition if necessary. The STOCK program is 
saved only the first time the vehicle is programmed.  
 

Certain vehicles may require up to 6 minutes for the initial stock read/save process. If the 
MAX MicroTuner detects this type of vehicle it will prompt:

7. Selecting the Tuning Level 
The “ 87 Octane”  Tuning Level provides optimal motor tuning while operating with 87 
Octane fuel. Use of premium fuel is NOT recommended with this tune. 
 

The “ Hi-Performance”  Tuning Level provides the most aggressive performance gains.  
Use of premium fuel (91 octane or greater) is required in all . 
 
 

The “Tow”  tuning level provides engine and transmission tuning enhanced for towing 
applications. The “Tow” tuning level should be selected when your vehicle is used for 
towing or hauling heavy loads. See page 3 for important information regarding “Maximum 
Trailer/Gross Vehicle Weight”. Use of premium fuel (91 octane or greater) is required. 
 

Not all tuning levels are available to all vehicle platforms. 
 

·   “87 Octane” tuning is not available for 4-valve V8 applications.

Pressing ‘YES’ on the keypad saves the tuning level setting. 
 

Certain tuning levels require 91 or better octane fuel. If the 1745 detects that 91 octane fuel 
is required it will display the following messages:

Certain tuning levels may restrict the towing/gross vehicle weight. If the MAX MicroTuner 
detects that towing/gross vehicle weight limits are required it will display one of the 
following messages depending upon vehicle application:

A. Editing the Gear Size Option Setting 
The Gear Size Option allows the MAX MicroTuner to match the transmission Shift Points to 
the selected Gear Size. It also corrects the Speedometer/Odometer when other than 
STOCK Gears are installed. The Gear Size Option allows you to adjust for the following 
gear set replacements: 
 

3.08, 3.31, 3.55, 3.73, 4.10, 4.30, 4.56, 4.88, 5.13 
 

Note: Adjust gear size only if you have replaced the stock gearing. The Gear Size Option is 
NOT supported for all vehicles. 
 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

Set Gear Size: 
xxx       (xxx is Stock or the Gear Size) 
 

The present Gear Size setting flashes.  
Use ‘<’ or ‘>’ to change the Gear Size setting 
Press ‘YES’ to save the Gear Size Custom Option setting.  

 
B.  Editing the Tire Height Option Setting 
The Tire Height Option allows the user to correct the Speedometer/Odometer and Shift 
Points when other than stock tires are installed. The Tire Height Option allows the user to 
set the Tire Height to STOCK or 24.0 - 40.0 inches in 1/4-inch intervals. Tire height should 
be measured from the top of the tire at its highest point to the ground. 
 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

Set Tire Height:    
     xxxx              (xxx is tire height setting)       
 

The present Tire Height setting is displayed.  
Use ‘<’ or ‘>’ to change the Tire Height setting 
Press ‘YES’ to save the Tire Height Custom Option setting. 

 

The STOCK tire size setting is selected by pressing ‘<’ when the 24.00 tire height is 
displayed. Note: The Tire Height Option is NOT supported for all vehicles. 
 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
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Manual Trans?     
YES / NO     
 

Press ‘YES’ if the vehicle has a Manual Transmission.  
Shift Points and Shift Pressures are not options on Manual Transmission vehicles.  
 

Press ‘NO’ if the vehicle has an Automatic Transmission. 
 
C. Editing the Shift Points Option Settings 
The Shift Point Option allows the user to set each Shift Point independently. The choices are: 
 

·  1 to 2 shift point - Adjust from STOCK Shift Point  +/- ~ 5 mph at WOT (Wide Open Throttle). 
·  For all other shift points - Adjust from STOCK Shift Point  +/- ~ 10 mph at WOT. 
·  Use the Superchips Performance Program Shift Point setting.  
 

Some basic rules are implemented by the MAX MicroTuner for Shift Point options: 
 

·  If the Shift Point is raised, the Downshift point is raised by ½ the amount of the up-shift 
setting. 

·  If the Shift Point is lowered both the Up-Shift and Downshift settings are lowered 
proportionally. 

·  The WOT (Wide Open Throttle) RPM Shift Point setting is raised or lowered 
proportionally with the Up-Shift setting. 

 

The following screens for editing the Shift Points are the same for all Shift Points, except 
the selected Shift Point replaces ‘n-n’ in the descriptions that follow. 

 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

SHIFT POINT n-n   
Superchips 

 

Once a shift point has been changed, the message displayed will be: 
 

SHIFT POINT n-n  (n-n is 1-2, 2-3 or 3-4, ST = Stock) 
Plus one of the three below: 

Stock+xxmph WOT (If setting is greater than Stock) 
Stock (If setting equals Stock)  
Stock-xxmph WOT (If setting is less than Stock) 

 

The present Shift Point setting will flash.  
 

Use ‘<’ to lower the Shift Point, ‘>’ to raise the Shift Point.   
Press ‘>’ while MAX is flashing to select the Superchips Performance Program setting.  
Press ‘YES’ to save the desired Shift Point setting. 

 

The MAX MicroTuner will repeat this process for each Shift Point. 
 
D. Editing the Shift Pressure Option Settings 
The Shift Pressure Option allows the user to set each Shift Pressure independently. The 
choices are: 
·  Use the Superchips Performance Program setting. 
·  Use the STOCK setting for the Shift Pressure. 
·  Adjust the STOCK setting for the Shift Pressure. 

 

The following screens for adjusting the Shift Pressure are the same for all Shift Pressures, 
except the selected Shift Pressure replaces ‘n-n’ in the descriptions that follow. The present 
Shift Pressure setting will flash. The vehicle program determines the MAX setting. MIN is 
the vehicle’s stock setting. 
 

After choosing the shift points you wish to use, the MAX MicroTuner will display the 
following message: 

SHIFT PRESS n-n   
Superchips 

 

Once a shift pressure has been changed, the following message will be displayed: 
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SHIFT PRESS. n-n  (n-n is 1-2, 2-3 or 3-4) 
Plus one of the two below: 

Stock + xxPSI (If setting is greater than Stock) 
Stock (If setting equals Stock)  
 

Use ‘<’ to lower the Shift Pressure, ‘>’ to raise the Shift Pressure.  
Press ‘>’ while MAX is flashing to select the Superchips Performance Program setting. 
Press ‘YES’ to save the Shift Pressure Option setting.  
 

The MAX MicroTuner will repeat this process for each Shift Pressure. 
 

E. Editing the Speed Limiter Option Setting 
The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 

 

Are your Tires  
Z Rated? YES / NO     
 

Press ‘YES’ if you have Z Rated tires and the Speed Limiter option will be displayed.  
Press ‘NO’ and the Speed Limiter option will be skipped and the Rev Limiter option will 
be displayed. 

 

Note: Exceeding the tire speed rating is extremely dangerous! 
 

The Speed Limiter option allows the user to set the vehicle Speed Limiter to: 
·  Use the Superchips Performance Program raised setting. 
·  Use the STOCK setting. 
 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

SPEED LIMITER  
Raise  or  Stock   

 

The current Speed Limiter setting will flash.  
Use ‘<’ or ‘>’ to change the setting 
Press  ‘YES’ to save the setting.  

 
F. Editing the Rev Limiter Option Setting 
The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message: 
 

REV LIMITER  
Raise  or  Stock   

 

The current Rev Limiter setting will flash.  
Use ‘<’ or ‘>’ to change the setting 
Press  ‘YES’ to save the setting.  

 
9. Viewing the Option Settings 

The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message:

Press ‘YES’ to view the present values of the Option Settings. 
The Options current settings will be presented in order. 
Press the ‘>’ arrow key to view the next Option setting. 
 

Press ‘NO’ to continue without viewing the Custom Option Settings.  
 

10. Accepting the Option Settings   
The MAX MicroTuner will display the following message:

DO NOT turn ignition off  or disconnect the MAX MicroTuner from your vehicle until the 
programming cycle is complete. The entire programming cycle can take several minutes.

·  Do not leave the MAX MicroTuner connected and unattended for any length of time to 

prevent unnecessary battery drain.  
·  Do not remove the programming cable during any programming sequence. 
 

2. Connecting the MAX MicroTuner to your vehicle 
With the ignition switch in the OFF position, locate 
the diagnostic connector under the dash near the 
steering column and connect the MAX MicroTuner 
cable to the diagnostic connector.  (See Figure 4)

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Section C – Trouble Shooting Guide 
 

A. No Response… 
The MicroTuner does not power up when plugged into the diagnostic port. 
 

Solution: Check the fuse that powers the diagnostic port. In most Ford vehicles, this fuse 
also powers the cigarette lighter. 
 

B. Tuner Requires Update… 
If the MAX MicroTuner does not have the matching files to tune your vehicle, the following 
messages will be displayed:

C. Application not Supported 
This MAX MicroTuner fits ONLY 2005 model year Ford V8 gas powered F150 series pickup 
trucks. If you believe your vehicle should be included in this group, please call Superchips Inc. 
Have your vehicle VIN #  and model with motor type and size. 
 

D. Locked VIN Number 
If the MAX MicroTuner is locked to a vehicle and you attempt to program another vehicle it 
will display the following:

 ·  Make sure all power-consuming features have been shut off. 
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F. Erratic Automatic Transmission Shifting 
Transmission not shifting, shifting too soon, too late or erratic?  
This can be caused by entering the wrong gear size or tire height. It can also be caused by 
entering a gear size or tire height when the gear size and or tire height have not been 
changed from stock. Gear size and tire height should only be changed when stock gear 
size or tire height have been changed on vehicle. 
 

Solution: Select proper gear ratio size or Tire Height. Returning to stock and retuning may 
be required to clear changes in Tuning. 
 

G. No Start after Programming? Don’t Panic! 
 

In some vehicles equipped with the Passive Anti-Theft System or PATS, once the MAX 
MicroTuner begins saving the factory stock program, the THEFT light begins blinking 
rapidly and may even blink in short and long pulses to alert the user to a problem.  Since 
the Superchips MAX MicroTuner is communicating directly with the PCM, no other devices 
may interrupt. As a result, the PATS module flags this as an error or theft condition and 
goes into ‘THEFT’ mode.  After the MAX MicroTuner has completed the programming 
cycle, the PCM is still fully able to communicate and appears normal. However, the vehicle 
may be in a No Start Condition and the THEFT light will be blinking rapidly. 
 

Corrective Procedure  
This procedure should recover the vehicle and allow it to be started. Therefore, it is 
recommended that the MAX MicroTuner programming cycle be completed prior to 
recovery.  i.e. The user should allow the MAX MicroTuner to upload the stock program and 
should select the performance files and any user options, if available.  Following 
instructions, complete the programming process.  
 

Once the vehicle has been programmed with the selected performance program, complete 
the following steps to reset the PATS THEFT condition if necessary. 
 

Disconnect the Superchips MAX MicroTuner & cable from the vehicle computer interface 
connector. 
 

If the vehicle will not start and the Theft Light is blinking rapidly  
 

1. Remove the ground (-) cable from the battery post, touch the ground cable to the 
positive (+) battery post for 15 seconds and then leave the ground cable off the battery 
for a period of fifteen minutes to allow the vehicle DTC codes and Theft codes to 
clear. 

 

2. Re-attach the ground cable to the battery and start the vehicle as you normally would. 
 
 

Error Notification 
In the event the programming cycle is interrupted, the MAX MicroTuner is designed to 
recover automatically.  Follow the on-screen prompts. If for any reason the MAX 
MicroTuner fails to complete its programming cycle, an error message will be displayed 
on the unit.
